Items 1, 2, and 3
are an all cash purchase. Item 4 is to be provided under a lease/purchase agreement.

Item 1 is a cash acquisition. You will quote on the equipment, as specified, with and without a
trade in. The trade in is a 1993 Case 1845 rubber tired skid steer 4 cylinder diesel motor, 4001 hrs,
with light materials bucket, 72” snow blower, and 84” power broom. It is currently in regular use.
